We visit Wawel Hill, Florianska Gate, and
the Barbican. This 13th-century merchants' town has Europe's largest Market Square, with the Cloth Hall as its centrepiece as well as St.
Mary’s Church. We end the tour in the square and you are free to enjoy exploring Krakow at your own pace.

Today’s tour of Budapest will include: Heroes Square, Millenary Monument, Vajdahunyad Castle, Andrassy Boulevard, Basilica, view from
Gellért Hill, Castle district, Matthias Church and Fishermen's Bastion. We will also make a stop at the Great Market Hall of Budapest,
named one of the 5 best markets in Europe! The Market was built in the 18" century and after being badly damaged in WWII was



extensively restored in the mid 1990’s to become one of Budapest’s greatest attractions. Enjoy strolling through the stalls filled with fresh
produce, spices, as well as Hungarian arts and crafts - a great place to pick up souvenirs to take back home!
